REACH Consortium Steering Committee

The ATC REACH Consortium Steering Committee consists of a sub group of 7 of the 13 ATC member companies, with the specific objective to co-operate and progress the REACH registrations of substances of common interest to its membership.  Consortium work is administered and managed byCaleb Management Services.

The Consortium operates using a Task Force based approach to progress REACH registrations covering a number of substance groupings as follows:
· Fats/fatty acids and alkenes, sulphurized
· Boric acid and borates
· Carboxylic acid compound with alkane/alkene amines

· Phosphoric acid, alkyl ester, compound with alkyl/alkene amines

· Diphenylamine and alkyldiphenylamines

· Alkyl aryl sulphonates& salts
· Alkyl phenols
· Alkyl phenate sulphides

· Zinc dialkyldithiophosphates

· Alkyl phosphite and esters
· Thiadiazoledithiols
· 3-(decyloxy)tetrahydrothiophene 1,1-dioxide
· Dioldicarboxylic ester

· Alkenyldicarboxylic acid/anhydride

· Alkyl amine phosphate

· 9-Octadecenamide, (Z)- 

The ATC REACH Consortium has already been successful in leading and fully meeting both 2010 and 2013 REACH registration deadlines for a number of substances within the groupings above.  Letters of access to allow registration of these substances are now available via Caleb Management Services.

Going forward towards the next REACH registration deadline of May 2018, further groupings of substances of interest will be added to the list of existing Task Forces.  These will be publicised in the near future.
Members of the ATC REACH Consortium have also been at the forefront of developing a methodology to produce exposure scenarios for fuel and lubricant additive mixtures.  
This extensive work has already resulted in generic exposure data specific to lubricants and lubricant additives being developed in co-operation with ATIEL.  Full details of this work and methodology can be found on the ATIEL websitehttp://www.atiel.org/reach/introduction.
